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Every year, 76 million people have been added more to the world population. It is estimated that, world population would be 9.1 billion in 2050. World trade on livestock products constitutes 1/6 of global agricultural trade. As a result of that, since the gradual increase of the demand on livestock products is possible, the global mobility of the illnesses of animal origin looks inevitable. In consequence of the rapid population growth, regenerated infections would excessively affect the lives of the mankind and animals. 
According to the results of the scientific researches that CDC (Centre For Disease Control and Prevention), which is in the USA and physicians and veterinarians work interdisciplinary,  has conducted until today, it is determined that the total number of contagious pathogen microorganism is 1415, the 61 percent of those, in other words 868 ( 165 virus, 269 bacteria, 113 fungis, 43 protozas, 278 helmenits) are zoonosis, the 33 percent of this zoonotic pathogen microorganisms are in the progress of human to human,  the new total contagious patogen microorganism (virus and prion, bacteria and rickettsia, fungi, protozoa and helmints) threatening the human health  are 175, the 75 percent of this, in other words 132 is zoonosis.
In the USA and Europe, the importance of the veterinary medicine, on saving not only animals but also people, has been understood each passing day. In the USA, important decisions, about “One Medicine One Health” have been taken and these decisions are in the agenda of whole world for determining new health policies. In our country, the efforts in this field are quite inadequate.
The zoonosis, which can pass people from animals and can be passed by consuming animal food, has caused anxiety day by day, threatens health of millions of people and caused death and permanent illnesses. Lack of independent veterinary services in our country, like Europe, makes the struggle against these animal origin infections impossible. In this context, some important works that should be done on veterinary medicine, animal breeding, food safety and veterinary public health are presented in list below:
1- Within the frame of adaptation to EU regulations, independent veterinary service should be founded with the centre and country organizations as soon as possible. Adding the “plant health” to the name and context of Veterinary Services, Food and Feed Law Design by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs, which has just been prepared in the frame of EU adaptation efforts, caused aparting form the quality of law, which would determine the frame of veterinary services and arranged by the EU adaptation laws. It is clear that plant health (agricultural combat) would not be in a law on Veterinary Medicine. Plant health should be excluded from this legislation, which will take place in the 3285th Animal Health Control Legislation and arrange veterinary services, and should be prepared as a different law. “Veterinary Services Framework Law” should be arranged without removing “Animal Health Control Legislation”. Moreover, as in the EU regulations, legislating veterinary services, food, feed and plant health separately would be better.

2- Healthy Diet with animal product from the farm to the meal is possible if it were under the control of veterinary surgeons. The veterinary surgeons working these places should take their salaries from the state, not from where they work, and they should be given full authorization. This is an essential settlement necessity.
3- The existing animal amount, cured and injected animal amount can not be determined accurately and can not be updated exactly.  We can neither know the amount of the animals nor the quantity of the veterinary surgeons. Not being able to keeping the records causes difficulties in the researches and practices, also causes us to be inefficient in the solution. The main reason of why these records can not be kept in the correct way is being lack of an independent veterinary service.
4- Veterinary medicine should have two important working fields, as in the EU. These are Official Veterinary Surgery and Free/Private Veterinary Surgery. Official Veterinary Surgery is independent and authorized administrations working in the veterinary services. They can inspect the units and foundations where some illnesses threatening the human and animal health, and animal products consumed by the people. Private veterinary surgeries are self employed vets, accredited and authorized by these services and providing service to the public. We know that, Veterinary Surgeons work as executives in the state and private sector in EU. So as to make the veterinary surgeons in our country modern and good executives, the necessary education should be provided in our faculties, the curriculum should be arranged for this aim; if can not, after the graduation, in the organization of TVHB, an education, in the name of post graduation training, should be provided.

5- Self Employed Vets, the most dynamic group of veterinary surgeon, has many difficult problems in their fields. The necessary legal and ethic regulations should be done in accordance with the changing stockbreeding sector and veterinary service concept. The efficiency of Veterinary Surgeon Chambers on the inspection and organization of the veterinary services should be enabled.

6- Since our state and The Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs do not have a national veterinary policy, like other developed countries, The Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs, The Ministry of Health, The Ministry of Internal Affairs (in the sub national administration), The Ministry of Defence (In the Turkish Army Forces) and The Ministry of Environment and Forestry can not employ enough veterinary surgeons. And this inefficiency caused the state not inspect and perform the veterinary service efficiently. Furthermore, some improvements about salaries and employee personal rights should be done as soon as possible. Some official veterinary surgeons’ being obliged to work in the private sector has prevented inspections and related services’ carrying out well.
7- In the local administrations, Veterinary Managements of municipalities must be kept as the main unit; carrying out important veterinary services, like food inspection, public health, the rehabilitation and health of street animals must be enabled. By asserting Permanent Staff Regulations and other legislation configurations, Veterinary Units, which exist as the management level or even smaller, in the metropolis, county and first stage municipalities has been wanted to be closed out. Although it is inconsistent, members or units of the other professions, instead of veterinary surgeons, has been tried to be employed. Central administration’s performing their job, like coordination in the food safety, strategy formulation, legislative arrangement and inspecting the controller and authorizing the local administrations on certification and inspection would be better.
8- The quality of the education in our faculties of veterinary science should be improved. So as to achieve that, at first, some of the faculties of veterinary science that are inefficient should be closed and the foundation new faculties of veterinary science should be stopped. New regulations, for choosing more qualified students to those faculties, should be enacted. To that extent, the necessary governmental and judicial workouts, on closing some of those faculties and improving the education of available ones, should be done as soon as possible.
9- Restructuring should be done in accordance with the educational and institutional changing in the faculties of veterinary sciences of the developed countries. So as to do that, at first, by founding the departments, as in the USA, “Public Health” and “Environmental and Public Health” in our faculties; by giving cooperative public health education between medical faculties and faculties of veterinary sciences; by training the students of both faculties on MPH (Master Public Health); by employing the graduates of both faculties in the related ministries, preventative health services should be featured. Lessons about “Water Animals Medicine” and “Laboratory Animals Medicine” and “Bee Illnesses Medicine” and “Wild Life Medicine” should be added to the curriculum of the faculties of veterinary sciences and restructuring on these fields should be done. The term “Water Animals” should be used for the “Water Products” which are in the application area of veterinary surgeons. Our faculties should educate more professionals in these fields.
10- The budget allocated to the scientific researches of our faculties should be increased. Moreover, the cooperation and collaboration of the faculty administration and academicians and affairs with professional chambers should be enabled; the betterment about the salaries and personnel rights of those academicians should be done. Because some of the academicians’ treating patients, with commercial concern, out of the faculties reduce the scientific and educational quality of our faculties, and because this would affect the adaptation and accreditation progress to the EU regulations, the necessaries should be done to fix this situation.
11- The economic crisis, having shot all countries, has affected our country pretty much, too. Increasing of the feed prices on the contrary to the decrease of milk prices, declining of the parity between these two, opposite of the producer, has caused the producer’s animals-for-breeding being sent to slaughterhouses and this reduces the milk production. Milk council regulation, enacted to solve the problems -like increasing the milk prices- about milk breeding, is very inefficient. Lest the production would decrease to the inadequate levels, by maintaining the parity between milk and breed (by agreeing the lowest price) protection of the producers should be achieved. The sector, that milk powder importation is done with the name of “calf feed”, is one of the disputed issues. The necessities should be carried out as soon as possible and the problems of the sector should be solved at once. Milk and other animal products, vital for our people’s healthy diet, shouldn’t be left to the mercy of the market economy and, in the social state concept, the need of healthy diet for a sustainable life of all the society should be provided.
12- The working of veterinary surgeons, with whom an agreement has been signed under the name of “agriculture consultant” with 4/B, doesn’t have a place in the EU regulations. The veterinary surgeons, working as contracted personnel in the affiliated villages, should be precluded from doing illegal health practices which are within the province of accredited free veterinary surgeons. This situation causes corruption of the discipline and service manner of free veterinary surgeons and tax evasion. These veterinary surgeons, working as contracted personnel as public employee should be appointed as permanent personnel as soon as possible. Chaos, dandification and losses of right in the public service and public health should be cleared off in this way.
13- It has been understood that some articles, about the law for the preventation of cruelty to animals, in the law are against the EU regulations and impossible to enforce in our country. It is obviously seen in the article about the dangerous nations that there are some expressions lacking of scientific bases and scope of application.
14- The new animal health strategy, having been defined for 2007-2013 is “Protection is better than treatment.” concept. So as to be able to establish policies and work on this matter, national veterinary services policy is needed.
